INTERNATIONAL AGENCY AGREEMENT 

                                   HEREBY ISSUED UNDER THE GUIDELINES AND AUTHORITY OF

                     GENERAL STANDARD INDUSTRY PRACTICES
This Agreement is hereby entered into between:

“WWPC Member’s Full name and Address”

AND

“WWPC Member’s Full name and Address”

This agreement is a binding bilateral document between the WWPC Members listed above, the purpose and objective of which is to establish responsibility, cost and liability of each party, in the mutual pursuit of developing International Freight Forwarding and Logistics Services.  Both WWPC Member Companies above entering into this contract are current members of The WWPC Network and have agreed to operate under the legal by-laws as set forth by WWPC.

A.  WWPC Member General Agreement

1.  The above listed WWPC Members shall be actively co-operative in International Freight Forwarding and Logistics services for shipments moving between their respective areas they represent within the WWPC Network.  Each will provide or arrange full logistical services necessary for the movement of freight, via air or ocean or any other means, including ancillary support services and timely preparation and transmission of related documentation and/or electronic data.

2.     Each WWPC Member listed above will name the other as Consignee on any Master Air Waybill, Master House Air Waybill, Master Ocean Bill of Lading or Master House Bill of Lading.  Exception to be made if cargo is co-loaded and this co-load are agreed to between both parties prior to movement of cargo.

3.   Each WWPC Member listed above agrees to keep confidential all information relating to ALL shipments and/or Sales Leads provided between their companies.  Back Solicitation or providing information to another WWPC Member or outside party will result in automatic termination from the WWPC Network.

4.  The WWPC Members listed above will provide total multimodal freight services, either independently or utilizing the services of Third Parties.  Each WWPC Member assumes full responsibility for all Third Parties as selected by them.

5.    The WWPC Members listed above are to actively pursue, investigate and negotiate the best possible net freight rates for each service and to notify and offer these net rates to the other. 

6.     The WWPC Members listed above agree to receive/accept cargo from each other ensuring cargo is received clean and in good order. In the event of shortages and/or damages, notation will be made on the appropriate documentation. Claim actions shall commence immediately.

B.  Profit Share Agreement

1.      Freight will be transported at mutually agreed rates and the above listed WWPC Members will share freight profit and /or losses equally.

 2.    Profit Share Agreement is 50/50 on routed cargo or “Other” If “Other”, please detail the profit share specifications in this area.

3.       Other services not covered by the above agreement are to be negotiated at the time of shipment.  These include FOB Charges, Free Domicile Charges, and any other costs that will be for the account of the WWPC Member being invoiced.

C.  Account Payment Settlement

1.      Bank Charges are to be paid by the WWPC Member issuing the payment, unless otherwise agreed.

2.      Payment Terms agreed are:   (Complete in this area the agreed terms)

3.    Currency Exchange Rate is to be agreed upon by both WWPC Members prior to payment. 

4.    Preference is for Invoice for Shipment/Transaction to be Faxed/E-Mailed with Shipment Documentation. Invoice MUST be presented (Fax /E-Mail Copy is Acceptable) without fail not later than 5 days of shipment/date of invoice. Original Invoice is to be mailed or sent with Shipment Documentation.    

D.  Invoice Discrepancies/Disputes 

1.   The WWPC Members as listed above agree to advise the “billing” Member of any dispute or discrepancy of an issued invoice within 10 days of shipment and/or date of invoice.  

2.   In the event an invoice is not sent and received in the time frame specified above, the “billing” Member is to be notified immediately and a request for the subject invoice to be sent without fail within 24 hrs. (Excluding holidays & weekends)

3.  If a dispute, controversy or claim arises out of or relates to this contract, or invoice and payment thereof, and if such dispute, controversy or claim cannot be settled and resolved through negotiation between them, then both WWPC Members listed above agree to have WWPC Management mediate through arbitration the dispute.   

WWPC Management will choose 2 (two) neutral Members to assist in the mediation and the WWPC Members above agree to abide by the decision of this Neutral Arbitration Mediation Council.  (Note:  WWPC Management will only assign Neutral WWPC Members to Arbitrate who have 1) No known business or personal bias or alliance with either WWPC Member listed above 2) Shall not be located in same region as either WWPC Member listed above due to potential competition.  

Further both WWPC Members listed above will be asked to agree to the assignment of the WWPC Member Arbitrators as determined by WWPC Management prior to any disclosures of their names and dispute information.

Any dispute mediation/arbitration shall remain confidential between the parties involved.  

Confidentiality may be breached if the resolution reached results in either WWPC Member above being terminated from the WWPC Network for not adhering to this agreement. 

4.  Exception:   The WWPC Members listed above may file independent legal action for collection in the event that 1) Mediation/Arbitration was not able to action an amicable agreement to both parties 2) WWPC Management must be notified of such action.  WWPC Members listed above are subject to termination of WWPC Membership in the event of unprofessional conduct.

E.  Standards
1.  The WWPC Members listed above agree, to the best of their ability, to adhere to quality standards in keeping with the By-Laws of The WWPC Network and other common Industry Standards.  
F.  Default Provision

1.   Failure by either party to comply with performance or payment terms can be considered a breach and cause for termination of this agreement and/or membership in the WWPC Network.

2.   The agreement will be considered terminated if either WWPC Member listed above is no longer a member of the WWPC Network.

G.  Amendment to Agreement

1.  It is understood that this Agreement may from time to time be subject to amendment as circumstances warrant. Such amendments must be notified in writing to the other party and can only form a change if mutually agreed to by both WWPC Members listed above.

H.  Duration and Termination of Agreement

1.  This Agreement will remain in effect from year to year from the date of signing.  It will automatically be renewed unless terminated under the conditions outlined above or by notification of one WWPC Member to the other WWPC Member.  Both parties, to prevent legal issues, associated with continued unauthorized movement of cargo, shall agree to proof of receipt of termination.  

Routed Cargo will be considered the property/business of the routing producing WWPC Member. Each WWPC Member listed above agrees to refrain from soliciting such routed cargo from the other, directly, or indirectly. 

F.  Galaxy Blue Global (GBG) – WWPC Financial Credit Protection Program

1.  In order to be accepted into the Galaxy Blue Global (GBG) – WWPC Credit Protection Program, a copy of this agreement must be sent to WWPC Administration along with the GBG Application/Agreement Contract.  Both WWPC Members listed above MUST both be entered into the GBG Program in the case of any claims that may arise between the parties listed above in this agreement.

G.  Legal

1.   The WWPC Network assumes no liability for any legal issues that may arise between the WWPC Members listed in this agreement.
